• IG Farben was the largest chemical and pharmaceutical industry conglomerate in the 

world. It was founded in 1925 when leading German companies (AGFA, BASF, Bayer, 

Hoechst and others) merged.

• The new company’s imposing headquarters was built in Frankfurt between 1928 and 

1930 by modernist architect Hans Poelzig (1869-1936).

• After World War II the building was the seat of the Allied Military Government and the 

United States High Commissioner for Germany; from 1952 to 1995 European Center 

of the American Armed Forces.

• Following extensive renovation work, Goethe University’s humanities faculties 

moved here in 2001.



• Like other German big corporations, IG Farben saw the rise of 

the Nazi party as politically stabilising and economically 

desirable.

• The company thus contributed generously to the NSDAP’s 

campaign funds since late 1932.

• IG Farben profited greatly from the new regime’s policy of 

‘Aryanisation’ and was involved in Hitler’s plans for a new 

European war since 1935.

• After the outbreak of the World War II, IG Farben kept growing 

by incorporating chemical companies in occupied countries

• It used its close links with the SS to exploit slave labourers and 

concentration camp inmates on a massive scale. 

• IG Farben’s synthetic fuel and synthetic rubber were 

indispensable to the German machinery of war. 

• The daughter company Degesch produced the poison gas 

Zyklon B with which more than 1.5 million Jews were murdered 

in German extermination camps. 

• From 1942, IG Farben operated their own concentration camp 

for their factory building site at Monowitz (Auschwitz III). Inmates 

unfit to work were sent to the gas chambers of Auschwitz II 

(Birkenau).

• Up to 25,000 mainly Jewish slave labourers died at Monowitz.

• It’s not that scary: 50 pages / 20,000 words

• Like one very big term paper on a topic of 

your own choosing

• Discuss topics with potential    

supervisor early on!

• Any lecturer with at least a PhD can 

supervise your BA thesis



Don’t put too much on your plate!

There is no golden rule for how many credit 

points you must achieve per semester or how 

many seminars are good for you.

Find your own balance between overeating and 

starving yourself.

Even if everything looks delicious: 

Pace yourself!



Exam stress, time pressure, fear of failure, 

anxieties and self-imposed excessive demands 

are unfortunately very common. Try to stay 

calm and get as much help as you need 

from teachers, the writing centre and 

counselling services. 

Study plans (Studienverlaufsplan) are only 

examples of an ideal course of study. They are 

not always compatible with the reality of student 

life, but they are not prescriptive either.

Don’t fetishize the standard period of study! 

It's perfectly fine to study for seven semesters – or even longer 

if you don’t receive Bafög…
